Q: What is the time commitment ? 
A: Most dogs will be in your household for 14-16 
months.  You will need to spend structured time with 
your dog each day.  
Q: What are my  responsibilities as a foster 
parent? 

Attend program training classes.•	
Socialize your dog in public places.•	
Keep a monthly journal of your dog.•	
Provide transportation for your puppy.•	
Keep puppy groomed and clean. •	
Follow program rules.•	

Q: What type of dog will I receive?
A: You will receive a working line German 
Shepherd Dog.  This breed is known for high energy.  
The puppy will be enthusiastic, motivated and have a 
deep desire to please you.  Your puppy will adapt to 
your life style and routine.  

All the guidance you need will be provided by the 
program director who will be available 24 hours a day 7 
days a week.     

Q: How do I become a Foster Parent? 
A: First, fill out the Foster Parent Application, 
available on line at www.TheJaycoxFund.org.  
Then sign up for an informational meeting.  
At this time, the program will be explained to you 
in greater detail.

Q: What will this cost? 
A: You will be responsible for miscellaneous 
expenses like transportation and grooming.  The 
dog food, veterinary care, training equipment, and 
kennel will be provided for you. 

Q: Will my dog be spayed / neutered? 
A: No. 

FAQ’sAll volunteer foster parents 
have this thought when they are 
contemplating whether they want 
to be involved.  It is not an easy 
decision. Our experience tells us 
it makes all the difference when 
they get to meet and talk with the 
police agency and K-9 handler that 
adopts their puppy.  We invite all 

foster parents, donors, and citizens to our graduation 
ceremony.  The foster parent will see first hand the 
impact of their hard work when a new K-9 officer and 
agency receive their new K-9. 

This program honors and remembers past Wash-
ington State law enforcement officers that have died 
in the line of duty.  Each puppy in our program has 
been named after a fallen officer.  As a tribute to that 
officer’s sacrifice, we invite the family and friends of 
those officers to be a part of the graduation ceremony.  

When a dog from this program is sold, the 
money will be put into The Jaycox Gig Harbor 
Police Benevolent Fund. This is a non-profit 
501(c)(3) fund designed for charitable purposes 
by assisting  members of the community in 
need, especially youth. 

Loren and Lillian Jaycox were long-time residents 
of Gig Harbor, Washington.   Loren completed a 
20-year career with the New York Police Depart-
ment and both were avid supporters of local 
law enforcement.   Upon Lillian’s passing, she 
chose to leave the Gig Harbor Police Department 
$10,000.  This charitable organization was created 
on their behalf.
